Destination: Catadupa, Jamaica         June 25 –July 02, 2011

There are many ways & places to do mission work in the world. The Youth of St. Andrew’s have chosen to go back to Catadupa, the same location as the last youth mission trip. By going back to this same location, their hope is to continue to build relationships with this community and St. Andrew’s in Cochrane. Let’s all support our Youth as they reach out into the world on our behalf  here at St. Andrew’s.     A bit about the location:

Jamaica Mission Trips - The destination for a short term Caribbean mission trip is Catadupa, Jamaica located approximately 30 kilometers from Montego Bay in the mountains south of the airport. The drive from the Montego Bay airport into this lush green village is just over one hour. 

Catadupa is a simple farming community that lies in stark contrast to the Jamaican beaches and resorts that attract millions of tourists each year. Located in the lush mountains of Saint James Parish, it was originally settled in the 1800s by runaway slaves. While it is only about 18 miles from Montego Bay, the islands number one tourist city, local roads are so poor that it is an hour to hour and a half drive between there and Catadupa. From its earliest existence, it has been an agricultural community that relies on farming as a component of its economy.
Catadupa Community Development - Experience mission is working with local leaders in Catadupa, Jamaica to obtain funding for sustainable economic development that will improve the quality of life for struggling families. The goal is to create business opportunities through agriculture and tourism by: 

1) Establishing a resource center as a base of operations for economic activities. 
2) Increasing the profitability of local farmers by providing education, resources, cooperative programs, and access to markets. 
3) Encouraging tourism by renovating the town square, expanding services, and building a community website.
